Class Information for Fairytale English Spring 2007
This course is designed to introduce students to the fundamentals of theatre and increase confidence and fluency in the English language.  Students learn to effectively communicate in English in order to express their thoughts, opinions and ideas with others. Theatrical techniques and skill exercises will be taught that are often used by actors and students of drama proper but which are also appropriate for those who need to increase their listening, pronunciation and confidence in their English ability.
