A MIDSUMMER    
NIGHT’S DREAM

A long time ago, when there were still fairies in the world, there lived in the country of Greece a great and powerful Duke, called Theseus. 

In the town of Athens, where this Duke ruled, there was a law that a father could choose the man his daughter must marry, and, if she disobeyed him in this matter, she could be punished by death. 

 One day, while Theseus, Duke of Athens, and his bride-to-be, Hippolyta, Queen of the Amazons, were planning the festivities for their forthcoming wedding, Egeus enters with his daughter Hermia, and her two suitors, Lysander and Demetrius. Egeus complains that Hermia prefers Lysander and refuses to marry his own choice, Demetrius and requests that the Athenian Law be enforced if she persists in her disobedience. 

 Now, we’ll leave you with Theseus and Hippolyta!

Act 1- Scene 1

Theseus:
Now beautiful Hippolyta, Our wedding day will soon arrive.



Four happy days from now you will be my wife
Hippolyta:
The moon shall be full the night of our wedding. 


Egeus enters with his daughter Hermia, followed by Lysander and Demetrius

Egeus:
Greetings!  I hope you will be well and happy in your new marriage!

Theseus:  
Thanks, good Egeus, and how are things with you?

Egeus:  
I am furious with my daughter Hermia.  Demetrius step forward.  My noble lord, I have given this man permission to marry my daughter.  Lysander step forward.  But this man has stolen her heart.  He has given her poems and sings sweet love songs to her.  She says she will marry no one except him.  But I won’t allow it!  (Turns to Hermia)  Not on your life!  She must do as I say or be killed according to the law of Athens. 

Theseus:
What do you say, Hermia? Consider your position carefully. Demetrius is a worthy gentleman.

Hermia:
So is Lysander.   This love in my heart cannot be changed.  I want to know the worst that may happen to me in this case if I refuse to wed Demetrius. 
Theseus:
If you do not marry Demetrius, You will suffer death, or have no further contact with men.  Take your father’s choice or endure the life of a nun, in single happiness. 


Demetrius:
Give up, sweet Hermia... and, Lysander, give me my certain right. 

Lysander: 
I’m as rich as Demetrius and I come from a good family.  I love Hermia and she loves me.  We belong together.  It is foolish for her to marry Demetrius.  
Demetrius:
But I love Hermia!

Theseus:
Demetrius, come; and … come, Egeus. You shall go with me. There are some things I want to tell you... 
As for you, fair Hermia, you have to choose between marrying Demetrius or being condemned to death, or to a vow of single life. 

Egeus: 
With duty and desire we follow you 

(Everyone exits except for Hermia and Lysander)

Lysander:
My Love your cheeks are so pale?
Hermia:
It isn’t fair.  I love you… (She starts to cry)

Lysander:
Please don’t cry. Listen to me, Hermia. I have a rich widow aunt who has no child. She lives 20 miles away from Athens, and she respects me as her only son. There, gentle Hermia, I can marry you.  If you love me, leave with me tomorrow night. 

Hermia:  
My love, tomorrow I will meet thee in the forest.  

Then into the darkness we shall disappear.

And at your aunt’s home, I’ll marry thee.

My sweet Lysander.

Lysander:  
Please keep your promise my love.  

(They kiss each other goodnight.  Lysander Exits.  Helena Enters.)

Hermia:  
Good Day beautiful Helena.

Helena:  
Hah.  Whom are you calling beautiful?  You have two gentlemen.  

I love Demetrius, but he loves you.

Oh teach me, fair Hermia.  

Tell me how you attract Demetrius’ love.

Hermia:  
I frown at him, yet he still loves me.

Helena:
If only my smiles could work such magic.

Hermia:
I curse him, yet he loves me.

Helena:  
I wish my prayers could bring his love.

Hermia:  
The more I hate him, the more he follows me.

Helena:
The more I love him, the more he hates me.

Hermia:  
His love is a mistake, but it is not my fault.

Helena:
It is the fault of your beauty. 

Hermia:  
Take comfort.  Demetrius won’t see my face again. Lysander and myself will fly this place.  We shall secretly be married in the wood.  My dear friend, I must go now and prepare for our journey.  Goodbye Helena. (Hermia Exits)

Helena:
How much happier some can be than others. 
Throughout Athens I am thought as beautiful as her. 

But, Demetrius doesn’t think so!  How can I attract his love?
I shall hint to Hermia’s father of their plan, then he will pursue her tomorrow night to the wood.  Hermia will be sent away. And Demetrius will love me! (Exits)
Act 2- Scene 1

(One fairy enters from one side and Puck from another)

Puck:  

Greetings, fairies!  Where are you going?

Peaseblossom: Over the hills, through the bushes and trees,



Through floods and fires.

Cobweb:
We are the servants of the fairy queen.


The queen with all her elves will soon be here.

Puck:
There is a festivity here tonight, but the King and Queen have quarreled. Queen Titania has stolen a lovely little child, half fairy and half-human, from an Indian King, and she keeps him always with her.  

Peaseblossom: Jealous King Oberon wants the child to be his servant, but Titania refuses to part with him. 

Puck:
Indeed that is true.

Cobweb:
Aren’t you that fairy called Puck? Aren’t you he who likes playing tricks on people? Who misleads night-wanderers,  laughing at their harm? Aren’t you the merry little fellow full of  jokes and tricks? 


Puck:  
You are right. I am that merry wanderer of the night. I amuse Oberon and make him smile... 
Make way, fairy, here comes Oberon. 


Both:  
And here is our queen ! 

(Oberon enters with Star and Moonshine through one side and Titania with Moth and Mustardseed through another.)

Oberon:
How unfortunate to meet you here in the moonlight proud Titania!

Titania:
(She recognizes him and stops)  

What? Jealous Oberon?



Fairies let’s go.  I have vowed to turn my back on him.

Oberon:
Not so fast madam! Am I not your husband?


Titania:
Then I must be your wife (Sarcastically).
Oberon:
Why should you go against your husband’s wishes?



I only ask one thing… for the small boy to be my servant.

Titania:
I would not sell my child for all of fairyland.

I knew his mother.  
Moth:
In India they talked by the moonlight,
Must:
And laughed on the beaches of the beautiful sea.

Titania:
But because she was not a fairy, she died in childbirth,

And for her sake I am bringing up this boy. 

Moth:

She will not part with him.
Must:

Yes she will not part with him.

Oberon:
Away! Give me that boy, and I will come with you.

Titania:
No.  Not for your fairy kingdom!  

Fairies lets leave this place. 

We will have trouble if we stay here any longer.

(Titania Exits with her train)

Oberon:
Well go then.  I will make you suffer!  I promise!



Gentle Puck, Star and Moon come here.



Do you remember the time when we traveled by the sea?

Puck:

I remember.

Oberon:
Bring me that little purple flower by the sea which people call  “Love - in laziness”. 
Star:
That flower is magical. 
Oberon:
Yes, and we will put the juice of this flower on Titania’s sleeping eyes.
Star:
When she wakes, she will love the first thing she sees,
Moon:
Even if it’s a clown, a monkey or a wild animal?
Oberon:
Yes, She will love it madly, and will lose all interest in the little Indian Boy. 

Puck:  

We shall go quickly!  (Puck, Star, Moon exit)
Oberon:
Once I’ve got this juice, I’ll watch Titania when she is asleep, and put a drop on her eye.  I will not help her until she gives up the young boy to me.  But who is coming?  (He makes a motion with his hand)  I am invisible and I’ll listen to their conversation.

(Demetrius and Egeus enter, Followed by Helena)
Demetrius:
(To Helena)  Stop following us!  My lord your daughter plans to marry Lysander against your word.  What say you to this nonsense?

Egeus:
If she marries against my word, she will suffer death.  Fair Helena… thank you for your help.  Now we must begin our search.  I will wander this way… and you take that path.  Hermia… Hermia..?  (He runs off)  

Demetrius:  
Farewell… sir.  Hermia?  Where are Lysander and fair Hermia?

Let me search for my love alone!

Why are you following me?

Helena:
I love you!  

Demetrius:
Well I do not love you, so stop following me!  

You told me that they ran away into these woods.

Now get away!

Helena:  
But I am attracted to you like a magnet.

Demetrius:
Do I encourage you?  Do I speak nicely to you?  



No.  I tell you the truth.  I do not love you!

Helena:  
I love you even more for being honest.  

I am you dog.  I shall follow you.

Treat me as you would your dog.

Demetrius:
I am sick when I look at you. 


Helena:  
And I am sick when I don’t look at you. 

Demetrius:
You are a fool to leave the city following a lonely man at night.

Helena:
With you by my side the night is as bright as day.

Demetrius:
Let me go! If you follow me, be sure that I shall do you mischief in the wood. 


(Demetrius Exits)

Helena:
I’ll follow thee, and make a heaven of hell,


I’ll die upon the hand I love so well!

(Helena Follows Demetrius)

Oberon:
Farewell young lady.  Before he leaves this forest, you will be running away from him.  He’ll be seeking your love.

(Puck Returns)

Welcome wanderer!  Did you find the flower?

Puck:

Yes here it is.

Oberon: 
I know a beautiful field where the wind blows,

Titania sleeps there among the flowers.

And with the juice of this (Oberon holds up the flower)

I will cover her eyes! 

 (To Puck)

You take the remains of this juice.

A sweet lady Helena is in love with a man,

But this man does not return her love.

Place this upon his lids too.

But do it when the next thing he spies is the lady.

Do it carefully, so that he will love her more than she loves him.

Then meet me again before dawn.

Puck:

Fear not, my lord.  I shall do what you ask.

(Puck hurries off and Oberon follows)

Act 2: Scene 2
(Titania enters with her train)

Titania:  
Come now:  Let’s dance and sing a fairy song!  Sing me asleep and let me rest.

(Titania lies down as fairies sing and dance around her)

Fairies:
Nightingale, with melody


Sing in our sweet lullaby;


Lulla, lulla, lullaby, lulla, lulla, lullaby:


No Harm, nor spell nor charm,


Come our lovely lady nigh;


So goodnight, with lullaby.

(Titania falls asleep)
Peas:
Goodnight, My queen.

Cob:
Let’s go.  

Moth:
Now all is well.

Must:
I will stay to watch the queen.

(All the fairies but one depart; Oberon enters still invisible)

Oberon:  
What you see when you awake,


Fall in love with by mistake!


Love whatever to your eyes appears;


Wake when something terrible nears!

(He goes; Lysander and Hermia enter)
Lysander:
My love, you must be tired from this journey.  

I think it best that we rest. 

Hermia: 
I agree Lysander.  I am tired too.  Find a bed.



I think I will lie here and rest my head. (She lies down)

Lysander:
Then I shall lie here too, and we shall share a pillow.



Our hearts are one.  Therefore our bed should be one.

Hermia:
(Rising) No, good Lysander.   For my sake, my dear, 

Lie further away.  Don’t lie so near.

Lysander:
May your love to me never change, till your sweet life ends. Here is my bed I agree.



I hope that you will sleep peacefully.

(They Sleep.  Puck Enters.)

Star:

Who is here?

Puck;
This must be the man my master spoke of.  (He approaches Lysander)

Moon:

But where is the lady?  

Puck:

There is the lady sleeping sound 

On the cold and dirty ground.  (Star and Moon scurry over to Hermia)

Star:

Oh she is pretty! 
Moon:

Yes, fair Helena!

Star:

But that man does not love her?

Moon:

True but he soon will.

Puck:

On your eyes I put a magic flower.

When you awake love the first woman you see.

So awake when we are gone.

I must visit my master Oberon.

(Puck and fairies leave.  Demetrius and Helena enter running)

Helena:
Stop!  Wait!

Demetrius:
Leave me.  

Helena:
But you cannot leave me alone in the dark!

Demetrius:
I do not want to be near you.  Stay away!

(Demetrius exits, Helena notices Lysander)

Helena:
Oh I am out of breath from this chase,

I wish I were happy like Hermia wherever she lies, 

Why don’t I have her beautiful eyes?

(She sees Lysander)  But who is this?  Lysander on the ground?  Is he dead or sleeping (She shakes him)  Lysander if you are not dead please awake!

Lysander:
(Waking up) Helena, my love ! I’ll run through fire for your sweet sake! Beautiful Helena, I love you !! 


Helena:
You are joking with me, you love beautiful Hermia!



Be content with that.

Lysander:
Content with Hermia?  

I regret the tedious moments I spent with her.  

I love Helena not Hermia. 

Helena:
I know you do not love me.



What have I done to deserve this play? 

Isn’t it enough, that Demetrius doesn’t love me?

Why are you so cruel? (She Exits)

Lysander:
She didn’t notice old Hermia.  

Hermia sleep where you are, and never come near!

I hate the boring moments we have spent together.

My stomach hurts when I think about our kisses.

Today I promise to love Helena make her my wife.

(He follows Helena.Hermia awakens)

Hermia: 
Help me, Lysander, help me!  Oh what a dream I had.  
Lysander?  (She realizes he is not there)  What gone away?  Lysander!  Can’t you hear me?  If you can hear me speak.  

Speak!  In the name of love speak!  

I am faint with fear.  (There is silence) 

No.  Then you must not be near.  

I will look in the darkness of the forest for you.

(Hermia exits leaving Titania alone and asleep)

Act 3, Scene 1

(The same wood, Titania lying asleep).
(Titania sleeps. Egeus enters then Puck, Moon and Star.) 


Egeus:
Hermia…. Hermia…?  Where is that daughter of mine?  

Puck:  
What do we have here, so near the fairy Queen? Who is this impatient man…?  Shall we play a game.  Let’s change this man into a beast!  ( Moon and Star nod and giggle.  They speak to Egeus, but Egeus cannot see him)  Who are you that wanders in the dark forest? (Moon and Star echo him)
Egeus:
What…?  Is someone there?  I haven’t got any time for this nonsense.  

Puck:
Nonsense?

Moon:
Nonsense?

Star:
Nonsense? (They all laugh)

Egeus:
I am searching for my daughter, who ran off with her forbidden love?  Hermia…
Puck:
(The fairies echo him)  Hermia!

Moon:
Hermia!

Star:
Hermia!

Egeus: 
(He is frightened)  I see this is to make a fool of me, to frighten me if they could.  But I will not move from this place, (The three sprinkle dust on Egeus.  He falls asleep.  While he is sleeping they change him into a donkey.  He begins to snore very loudly.  His snore wakes up Titania)  
Titania: 
(Waking) What beautiful angel wakes me from my flowery bed?    Please, sing I want to hear your voice and see you!! 

(Egeus sings.) 

I pray you, gentle mortal, sing again. Your voice is as lovely as your face. You force moves me so much that on the first view I say, I swear, I love you. 

Egeus:  
Mistress, you should have little reason for that. And yet, to say the truth, reason and love keep little company together nowadays. 

Titania:  
You are as wise as you are beautiful. 


Egeus:   
If I were wise, I would be able to find my daughter. 


Titania:   
Out of my sight do not desire to go: you shall remain here, whether you want it or no. (She puts a spell on him)
 I am a spirit and I love you. Therefore go with me, and I’ll give you fairies to attend on you; they shall bring you jewels from the deep. Peaseblossom! Cobweb! Moth! and Mustardseed! 
       

(Enter the 4 fairies.) 

Peas:   
Ready. 

Cob:   

and I

Moth:  
and I 

Must:  
and I 

All:   

where shall we go? 

Titania:   
Be Kind and courteous to this sweet gentleman.  I love him, and desire him.  He is such a handsome creature.

Peas:

We shall dance round him when he walks, 
Cob:

Play in his sight. 

Moth:

Feed him with fruit, 
Must:

and steal food from the bees for him. 

Peas:  

Hail, mortal! 

Cob:  

Hail! 

Moth: 
Hail! 

Must: 

Hail! 

Titania:  
Come, serve him, and lead to him to my fairy garden. 
  
  
Scene 2 (Another part of the wood)
(Enter Oberon) 


Oberon:  
I wonder if Titania is awake, then, what was she first saw with her eye?  (Enter Puck)  Here comes my messenger. Hello, mad spirit! Did you do as I asked? 
Puck: 
My mistress is in love with an ass… a donkey. While she was in her sleeping hour, I transformed a wandering man into a donkey, When, in that moment, Titania awoke and, straightaway, loved the beast. 

Oberon:  
This falls out better than I could dream... 
But have you put on the Athenian’s eyes the love juice as I told you to do? 

Puck: 
I did it while he was sleeping, the Athenian woman by his side, so, when he wakes up, he must see her. (Enter Demetrius and Hermia)

Oberon:  
Stand close, this is the same Athenian. 

Puck: 
This is the woman, but not this the man. 

Hermia:   
Demetrius, where is Lysander? Will you tell me? 
Demetrius:  Why are you angry with me, when I love you so much? 
Hermia:  
I’m angry because I believe that you have killed Lysander! If you have killed him, kill me too or tell me where he is!

Demetrius:  
I haven’t killed him! 

Hermia:  
Tell me that he is alive then I’ll go away and never see you again. 
Demetrius:  
I don’t know where he is! 
Hermia:  
Anyway, you won’t see me again whether he is dead or alive. 
 (Hermia Exits)

Demetrius:  
It’s useless to follow her when she’s like this! I’ll stay here and get some sleep. 
Lie down and sleep. 
Oberon: 
What have you done?  Moon! Star! (They rush onstage)
  

You have put the liquid on the eyes of the wrong man! 
 

 I’ll put it in this man’s eyes. He must wake and love Helena. 
  

Go, go, quickly, and bring Helena here before he wakes! 

Moon: 
I go, 
Star:
I go! 
Moon:
Look how we go! 
Star:
Swifter than an arrow from
a hunter’s bow.  (Moon and Star Exit.  Oberon puts the juice on Demetrius’ eyes)
Puck: 

Captain of our fairy band, Helena is here at hand, 
  

and the other man is following her, telling her about 
   

his love for her. 

Oberon:  
Stand aside. The noise they make will cause 
  

Demetrius to awake. 

 

(Enter Lysander, Helena)

Helena:  
Why are you making fun of me? 

Lysander:  
Why should you think so? I love you! 
  

I’m not making fun of you! 

Helena:  
But you love Hermia! 

Lysander:  
Forget about Hermia! I had no judgment 
   

when I told her I loved her. 

Helena:  
And you don’t have any judgment now either, 
  

now that you’ve forgotten about her. 

Lysander:  
Demetrius loves her, and he doesn’t love you! 

Demetrius:  (waking) O Helena, goddess, nymph, perfect, 
  

divine! Your eyes are like jewels, oh; let me 
   

kiss you, my princess!

Helena:  
I see that you both want to make fun of me! 
  

Hate me, as I know you do, but don’t join together to hurt me. 


Lysander:  
You are unkind, Demetrius. You love Hermia, you know I know    that. So, I give you Hermia but let me love Helena. 

Helena:  
You’re both making fun of me! 

Demetrius:  
Lysander, keep your Hermia, I don’t want her. My heart belongs to Helena now.

Lysander:  
Helena, it is not so.

Demetrius:  
Look where you love comes. 

(Enter Hermia)

Hermia:  
Lysander! Why did you unkindly leave me 
   

alone in the wood? 

Lysander:  
Why should I stay when love does press me to go? 

Hermia:  
What love could press Lysander from my side?

Lysander:  
Lysander’s love, beautiful Helena. Why are you looking for me? You should know that I left because I hate you. 

Hermia:  
You’re not speaking as you think; it cannot be! 

Helena:  
She is lying too! Why have you joined the two men to make a fool of your poor friend? 

Hermia:  
I’m amazed at your passionate words. I do not 
hate you. It seems that you hate me! 

Helena:  
You told Lysander to follow me and praise my eyes and face! Then you made your other love Demetrius call me a goddess! You shouldn’t laugh at me! 

Hermia:  
I don’t understand what you mean by this! 

Helena:  
And I don’t understand you!  Farewell, I’ll go back to Athens and not follow you anymore. I leave my foolish heart behind. 

Lysander:   
Stay, gentle Helena; hear my excuse, my love, my life, my soul, fair Helena!  

Helena:  
O excellent! 

Hermia:  
Sweet, do not make fun of her! 

Lysander:  
Helen, I love you; by my life, I do! 

Demetrius:  
I love you more than he does. 

Lysander:  
If you say so, withdraw and prove it too. 

Demetrius:  
Quick, come! 

Hermia:  
Lysander, where are you going? 

Lysander:  
Away from you! 

Hermia:  
No! No! Why are you grown so rude? What change is this, sweet love? 

Lysander:  
Your love? Out! Out!  Demetrius…I’ll keep my word with you 

Demetrius:  
I don’t trust your word. 

Lysander:  
What, should I hurt her, kill her dead? Although I hate her, I won’t harm her so! 

Hermia:  
What, can you do me greater harm than hate? 
Hate me? I am as beautiful now as I ever was. What happened? 

Lysander:  
Ah, I don’t want to see you any more. 
Be certain that I do hate you and love Helena. 

Hermia:  
O you! You thief of love! What? Have you come by 
night and stolen my love’s heart from him? 

Helena:  
Good Hermia! Do not be angry with me! 

Lysander:  
Go away, Hermia! Leave Helena alone! 

Demetrius:  
Don’t speak of Helena! If you intend to show love to her, you shall pay for it. 

Lysander:  
Follow me if you dare to see who deserves Helena best.

Demetrius:  
Follow you? I’ll go with you! 

       

(Exit Lysander – Demetrius) 

Hermia:  
You, mistress, all this trouble because of you. 

Helena:  
I’ll no longer stay in your cursed company. I shall run away! (Exit) 

Hermia:  
I’m amazed! I don’t know what to say! (Exit) 

Oberon:  
Did this happen by mistake or did you mean 
  

to pour the magic liquid on the wrong person?

Puck: 

Believe me, King of Shadows, I made a mistake. 
  

Didn’t you tell me I should know the men 
 

by the Athenian clothes he had on? (Laugh)
  

But I am glad this happened, it’s fun to watch 
  

them quarrelling! 

Oberon:  
True, but we must amend this situation, but how? Fairies???(Star and Moon enter)  Did you see that those lovers gone to look for a good place to fight?
Star:
We did!

Mood:
We did!

Puck:
Fill the night with a thick black cloud, then lead the two men far from each other. 
Moon:
When they are tired of looking for each other
Star:
they’ll lie down and fall asleep. 
Puck:
Go!

Stra:
We go..!

Moon:
We go…!  (They exit)

Oberon:
Pour this magic liquid on Lysander’s eyes, it will make his old love to Hermia come back to turn when he wakes. Then everyone will be happy. They will think that all this has been only a dream. And while you do that, I’ll go visit Titania (Exit) 

Puck:  

Up and down, up and down, 
    

We will lead them, up and down 
    

For I am feared in field and town 
  

Here comes one 

 

(Enter Lysander) 

Lysander:  
Where are you, proud Demetrius? Speak now! 

Puck: 

Here, I’m ready. Where are you? 

Lysander: 
I shall find you. 

Puck: 

Follow me then. 
       

(Exit Lysander. Enter Demetrius)

Demetrius:  
Lysander, Speak again! You runaway, you 
  

coward! Where do you hide your head? 

Puck: 

You, coward! Come, coward, come! You child! 

Demetrius:  
Are you there? 

Puck: 

Follow my voice. 
       

(Exit both. Enter Lysander)

Lysander:  
He goes before me and still dares me on, When I come where he calls, then he’s gone! 
I followed fast, but faster he did fly! 
I will rest here. (Lie down) 
Morning, I’ll find Demetrius and get 
revenge!  (Sleeps) 

(Enter Puck, Demetrius) 

Puck: 

Hey, coward, why don’t you come? 

Demetrius:  
Wait for me, if you dare. Where are you now? 

Puck: 

Come, I’m here. 

Demetrius:  
You are mocking me! You shall pay for that whenever I see your face in the daylight.  (Lies down and sleeps.  Enter Helena)

Hermia:  
Never so tired, never so hurt. I can no further go. 
Here will I rest till the break of day. (Lies down and sleeps) 

Puck: 

On the ground, sleep sound. 
  

(Squeezes the herb on Lysander eyelids) 
 

When you wake, you shall take true delight in the sight 
 

of your former lady’s eye.  (Exit) 
  
  

ACT IV Scene 1

(The wood.  The Lovers are lying asleep)
(Enter Titania, Bottom, and Fairies (4). Oberon behind them.) 

Titania: 
Come; sit down on this flowery bed, while 
  

I kiss your beautiful face. 

Egeus:  
Where’s Peaseblossom? 

Pease:  
Ready.

Egeus:  
Scratch my head,Peaseblossom. Where’s 
  

Cobweb? 

Cobweb:  
Ready. 

Egeus:  
Sir Cobweb, get your weapon in your hand, and kill me a bee; and, good bring me the honey-bag... Be careful 
so it doesn’t break! Where’s Mustardseed? 

Mustard:  
Ready. What’s your will? 

Egeus:  
Nothing, good fairy, but to help Peaseblossom 
to scratch if my hair tickles me.

Titania:  
Will you hear some music, my sweet love. 

Egeus:  
I have a reasonable good ear in music. Let’s have a rural one. (Music. Fairies dance)
Titania:  
Say, sweet love, what do you desire to eat? 

Egeus:  
I have a great desire to a bottle of hay: good hay, 
sweet hay, has no equal... and I want some nuts too... 

Cobweb:  
I shall seek the forest and bring you new nuts. 

Egeus:  
And now, I pray you, let none of you people bother me; I have a disposition for sleep come upon me. 

Titania:  
Sleep, my dear, I shall sing for you and wind you in my arms. Fairies, be gone, and spread yourselves to guard us from  all sides. (Exit Fairies) O, how I love you! (They sleep. Enter Puck) 

Oberon:
Welcome, good Puck. Have you seen this sweet sight? 
I do begin to pity her. Now, that I have the boy, I will undo this hateful imperfection of her eyes. Now, my Titania! Wake up, my sweet queen.  (Drops liquid on her eyes, and she wakes up) 

Titania:  
My Oberon, what visions have I seen! 
  

I thought I was in love with a beast! 

Oberon:  
There lies your love. 

Titania:  
Ah! How did this happen? I can’t bear the sight of him now!

Oberon:  
Silence. Puck, take off this head, and make all these 
five (Bottom, Demetrius, Helena, Lysander, Her) fall into a deep sleep and forget what has happened. 

Puck: 

Fairy King, I hear the morning coming... 

Oberon:  
Then, my queen, in silence... quickly, let’s go. 

Titania:
Come, my lord, and in our flight,
tell me how it came, this night that I sleeping here was found, with these mortals on the ground. (They Exit) 
Egeus: 
(Waking) What a vision I’ve had! What a dream! 
 I thought I was a donkey… a fool! 
 How strange! No man can report what my dream was! (Enter Theseus (+train), Hippolyta, and Egeus)
Theseus:
What nymphs are these? 

Hippolyta:
It is Egeus, the father of Hermia.  My Lord, this is Hermia. This Lysander, this Demetrius and this Helena.  I wonder why they are here together. 

Theseus:  
No doubt they rose up early to walk in the wood.  Go, wake them. (Servant wakes them with wind horns. 
They all start up). Good morning, friends. 

Lysander:  
Pardon, my lord(They kneel)

Theseus:  
I pray you all, stand up. I know you two are enemies, so how come you’re sleeping next to each other? 

Lysander:  
My Lord, I swear, I cannot truly say how I came here. But, I think, I came with Hermia. Our intent was to be married.

Egeus:  
Yes I remember… They wanted to run away! 

Demetrius:  
My lord, Helen told me of their escape, and I followed them. Helena followed me also because she loves me. But I don’t know why but my love to Hermia melted as the snow, my heart is only Helena’s, now.  We wish to be married.
Theseus:
What say you good Egeus?

Egeus:
Let my daughter marry her love.  True love should never be stopped!

Hippolyta:
Then we all shall be married together. Away, with us to Athens! Three and three! (All Exit). 

Demetrius:  
Are you sure that we are awake? It seems to me that yet we sleep, we dream. 

ACT 5 (Enter Puck)

Moth: 
Now, it’s the time of night, 


Pease:

and we, fairies, run from the presence of the sun, 

Cobweb:
following darkness like a dream 

Mustard:
We are now playful and merry; we shall sing and dance until night
  

  (Enter King, Titania + train)
Titania:  
Hand in hand, with fairy grace, 
  

will we sing and bless this place. 

Puck: 

Music, Song, dance 

Oberon:  
May all the couples three 
  

ever true in loving be. 

Moon:

If we shadows have offended, 

Star:

Think but this, and all is mended, 

Puck:

Else the Puck a liar call 
  

So, good night unto you all 
  

Give me your hands, if we be friends 
  

and fairies shall restore amends.
