
Theater Terms
Acting area : The area within the performance space where the actor moves in full view of the audience.

Aisle : A passage through the seating.
Aside:  When an actor says something to the audience.

Backstage: The part of the stage and theater which is out of the sight of the audience.

Blackout: Shut down of stage lighting.

Blocking: Arranging moves to be made by the actors.
“Break a leg”:  Actors say this to each other.  It is like saying “Good luck”.  

Call:  a rehearsal call is an instruction to attend a rehearsal at a particular time
Casting: Director or others choosing actors to perform the character.
Cue: The command given to technical departments to carry out a particular order. Or the signal an actor uses to begin a line or movement.
Curtian Call: Taking a bow in front of the audience at the end of a show. Usually abbreviated to "curtain".
Downstage:

1) The part of the stage nearest to the audience.
2) A movement towards the audience.
Dress Rehearsal: A full rehearsal, with everything brought together.
House:  1) The audience. ( " How full is the house tonight ? )
Stage Left:  The acting area to the left of the performer as he stands
at center stage and faces the audience.
Off Stage: any part of the stage outside the acting area.

On Stage: the acting area
Props: (Properties) Furnishings, set dressings, and any other item large and small which can't be as any scenery, electrical, or wardrobe. 
Stage Manager: Person In charge of making sure things get done.
Strike:  (also "Take Down") To dismantle the set and remove it from the stage.
Technical Rehearsal: The first time the play is rehearsed in the auditorium, with the lights, scenery and sound, 

Upstage:  Onstage but away from the audience
